
Gingerbread Icing Scarf

This pattern creates a thick reversible 
scarf with cable and large rib effect.  
It can be adapted to any length or 
weight, below are the measurements  
for the example shown.

Needles: US 8 (5 mm) needles

Yarn: Approximately  240 yds (220 m) 
each of two colors or 480 yds  (440 m)
total worsted weight yarn to create a 
scarf measuring 66 in. long (421.6 cm) 
and 5.5 in. wide (14 cm).

Gauge:  4 stitches + 5 rows = 1 inch  
in stockinette stitch.

Abbreviations:
st: stitch
cn: cable needle
k: knit stitch
p: purl stitch
C8F: place 4 st on cn and hold in front, 
k2, p2, place 4 st from cn onto left hand 
needle and k2, p2

Start 
Cast on 40 stitches.
To acheive color effect in example, 
alternate yarn color every two rows.

Pattern Rows:
ROWS 1-5: �[k6, p2, k2, p2] 3 times, k4.
ROW 6: �[K4, C8F] 3 times,  k4.
ROWS 7-9: �[k6, p2, k2, p2] 3 times, k4.
ROW 10: �[K4, C8F] 3 times,  k4.
ROWS 11-15: �[k6, p2, k2, p2] 3 times, k4.
ROW 16: �[K4, C8F] 3 times,  k4.
ROWS 17-23: �[k6, p2, k2, p2] 3 times, k4.
ROW 24: �[K4, C8F] 3 times,  k4.

Continue in pattern above until the 
scarf reaches desired length. 

Bind off in pattern and add fringe if 
desired.

Example knit with 2 skeins each Lionbrand Wool-Ease in Ranch Red and Lionbrand Amazing in Roses.
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
